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TE18 had previous Dufor part numbers EA12 and EA71. Used in all Hudson
stepdowns 48-54. Also found in Ford Pilot 49-52, US Fords49-51, small Ford trucks 35-52,
Mercury 39-48

TE32 had previous Dufor part number EA19. Used in some 36-37 Hudson 6, some
35 Terraplane, 36-37 Terraplane. Also found in some 30’s Buick Graham Lafayette Nash

TE52 had previous Dufor part numbers EA26, EA56. Used in all Hudson 34 -47 and
32-38 Terraplanes with the exception of some TE32 as noted. Also found in..... well, who

didn’t use it, only Ford apparently. A very popular ball joint from the early 30’s to mid
60’s. Easiest one’to find is Holden FC to HR.

TE?72 had previous Dufor part number EA2. Used in some 29 Conqueror 6, no
mention of anything else. Also found in Chrysler family of that era, Commer 48-54,
Fargo, Federal, Graham, International 30-49, late 20’s Reo.

If you can’t find TE18's for your stepdown, you can get away with TE52's, but there
is a very slight difference in the taper angles. Taper angle for the TE18 is 7.14°, TE52 is a
little narrower at 6.9°, which means its 6 thou undersize at the base of the taper. The
reverse is not true, a TE18 won't fit where you should have a TE52.

If you can’t find TE2’s or TE11's, there are several other ball joints that have an
identical taper, TE7 TE28 TE56 TE63, but you would need to fabricate a tie rod to suit the
rod threads on whichever ball joint you ended up with.

If you can’t find TE32’s, the common TE52 has the same taper, but you would need
to fabricate a track rod with 11/16”x18TPI threads to replace the 9/16”x 18 stock item.
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
